AT A GLANCE GUIDE TO THE CURRENT MEDICAL STANDARDS OF FITNESS TO DRIVE

A reminder that the publication "At a Glance Guide to the Current Medical Standards of Fitness to Drive" is revised and updated twice yearly in Spring and Autumn.   The booklet represents the recommendations of the Secretary of State's six expert Honorary Medical Advisory Panels on the medical standards for licensing as applied throughout Great Britain by DVLA's medical advisers.

The standards aim to reflect current clinical practice including advances in technology, coupled with an understanding of relevant risk factors for safe driving. Medical advice given to patients by their doctors based on out of date medical licensing standards may disadvantage patients and could jeopardise public road safety. In Vision you can set up a Patient Links Browser tab on your usual Patient Record view which will display the DVLA website at the At A Glance Guide:
1. If you haven't already a Links tab on your Patient Record, in Consultation Manager, with any patient displayed, right click on a tab heading (eg Therapy).

2. Select Organise Tabs.

3. Click on Add.

4. Scroll down and select Patient Links Browser and click OK.

5. The new Links tab will now be at the bottom of the list.  Click on it to highlight and use the Move Up or Move Down buttons to position it where you want it.  Click OK.

6. Click OK to refresh the Consultation Framework.

Using the new Links tab, display the DVLA At A Glance Guide, and make it your homepage:

1. Click on the Links tab.  It already has a number of entries in the long window, mainly REVIVE hospital information.  There is also a Patient Map (which displays according to the postcode of the currently selected patient).  

2. To add your own URL to this list, you can type a file path to any file name in the Browser URL field, and it is displayed in the browser Links tab. For example, type http://www.dvla.gov.uk/at_a_glance/content.htm if you want the DVLA guide displayed.  

3. To make it your home page, right click on the tab header "Links" and select View Options.   

4. On the Browser Tab View Properties, under Select name or add URL below, you can either select from the picklist or type in your own desired URL or use the URL of the **current page**, ie the one you selected earlier.  

5. Set Homepage sets your choice as the Homepage when you click on the Links tab. 

6. Click OK to finish, then Yes to refresh.
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
